West UP

Most of the proposed investmenis are
for the Western UP as it garnered
almost 60 per cent of all. It was
followed by Poorvanchal which
accounted for 25 sent of
investments, Madhyanchal or the
central UP fetched 13% of all
investments whereas the Bundelkhand

secured 14 MoUs worth Rs. 11,468
crore. Collectively these investments
are estimated to create approximately

8.8 lakh job srtunities. Maximmum
estimated employment opportunities
will undoubtedly be created in the west
UP (approximately 3.4 lakh) but the
Madhyanchal is not far behind with
almost similar number of jobs in spite
of getting only 13 % of total
investments.

MoUs in the MSME category through
which investments worth Rs. 3,994

The sector creating highest
number of jobs is the Private
Industrial Parks, the sector
having &7 proposals in all would
be creating more than 2.97 lakh
job opportunities. It is followed
by the Leather and Footwear
sector which will be generating
2,63,860 em
opportunities. Third highest job
creating sector is the Logistics
and Warehousing which is touted
to create 1,46,536 job
opportunities with the
investment intents received by
the authority.
